“My acts determine my
abundance”

are and who governs our interior being because, "out of the abundance of the
heart the mouth speaketh. A good man out of the good treasure of the heart
bringeth forth good things; and an evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth
evil things'" (Matt.12:34-35).

Do men gather grapes from thorns, or figs from thistles? Even so, every good tree
bringeth forth good fruit, but a corrupt tree bringeth forth evil fruit.

Thus, one must supplicate and
wait for His power because the "power belongeth unto God. Also unto Thee, O

supplication like so: "Who can understand his oneself errors? Cleanse Thou me
| from secret faults. Keep back Thy servant also from presumptuous sins; let them
not have dominion over me. Then shall I be upright, and I shall be innocent of
the great transgression. Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my
heart be acceptable in Thy sight, O Lord, my Strength and my Redeemer"
